Following the success of their debut Typically 
Everybody Thinks You’re Dead, Shibuya Crossings 
come with their new single Can You Prove

Now Declan has teamed up with drummer Ian 
Escario, guitarist Gareth Evans and bassist Rob 
Toshman to launch the band into live 
performances and promote their new single ‘Can 
You Prove (Something To Me)’ during the run up 
to Christmas. 
 

This is a straight up feel good Indie Rock tune 
reminiscent of early tracks by Brit pop legends 
Ash and Blur. A two-minute pop-punk frenzy of 
screaming guitars complimented with clever 
backing vocals that surround a catchy sing-along 
chorus.  
 

The Shibuya Crossings sound is melodic, driving 
Alternative/Indie Rock in which tuneful and often 
spiky guitars weave and spar around vocal 
harmonies and memorable hooks. Declan’s voice 
is tough enough to deliver the punkier anthems 
and yet versatile enough to also deal with the 
slower, more pensive moments.
